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=) A study on relationships of landscapes in an important
cultural waterside landscape of Harie, a Jori-grided village at
the Ado Alluvial Plain in Shiga Prefecture
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This paper clarified relationships of landscapes in an important cultural waterside
landscape of Harie up to today, based on the objective data analysis from the middle
ages, that is supposed to be an origin of colonization of the area. '

In landscapes of Harie, the assignment and the uéage of each landscape element had
been designed according to the natural conditions, along the flow paths of the Ado River
stabilized in the medieval era. Traditional water environmental system in the area in
association with landscape usage and conservation has strengthened bonds of
communities through subsistence activities, so that each landscape element is liked
together broadly and indirectly. The multi-layered system covering the whole area of

the daily milieu, has maintained many relationships within the landscapes.
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
